CALL TO ORDER 

 

Chairman Klein called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed the Pledge of Allegiance and the 

invocation.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

 

Regular meeting –September 2, 2014- Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to 

approve the regular meeting minutes of September 2, 2014. Motion passed unanimously.      

  

CORRESPONDENCE  

 

 Chairman Klein briefly reviewed the correspondence items and informed the public that all 

correspondence is available for review. The following items were brought up for discussion: 

 

FROM: Marilyn & Nicolas Calderelli TO: West Hanover Supervisory Board, Mr. Adam Klein 

RE: Escrow Money for Brookview- Mr. Steinmeier explained that in the early 1960’s Frank Norris 

gave the Township approximately $5,000.00 to be placed in escrow for the use of paving of White 

Birch Lane. Approximately twenty years later Mr. Norris asked that the Township pave the road or 

return the funds. The Board voted to not take over the private road and pave it; therefore the funds 

and interest earned was returned to Mr. Norris.  Mr. Steinmeier stated that Marilyn & Nicolas 

Calderelli’s request is not a legitimate request.  

 

FROM: Karen E. Jackson RE: Complaints regarding Country Manor Farms- There was discussion 

that the issue is a civil matter. Chairman Klein stated if the resident calls the Township we will try 

to help, but it is really out of the Township’s jurisdiction.   

 

FROM: Jonathan Snyder RE: Drug dealing complaint in Bradford- Chairman Klein stated that Mr. 

Rosario forwarded the email to Troop H for their review and follow up. Mrs. Zimmerman 

commented that the State Police’s response “We do not have the man power to handle these 

situations” is inexcusable. Mr. Rosario spoke with Sargent Nickey to request copy of all reports of 

incidents that occur in the Township.  

 

FROM: Sgt. Matthew Nickey RE: Notification of Incidents- The Township will be notified via fax 

by the State Police on any reportable crash investigations or criminal investigations that occur in the 

Township. The reports will provide basic information (type of incident, date/time, approximate 

location, etc.).

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PRESENTATIONS, STAFF/BOARD REPORTS 

Fire Company 

 

Kyle Miller, Fire Company President provided the following information to the Board: 

 

 The proposed 2015 Budget, which has increased 13% over the 2014 budget. The reasons for 

the increases are as follows:  

o Actual cost for IT services and subscription are $8,100.00/year versus the $5,000.00 

that was budgeted in 2014. 

o Repayment of the 2%, $200,000.00 Rescue repayment loan that is expected to incur 

for approximately 8 months in 2015. 

o Due to actual cost, Station 1 electric bill has been increased to $14,000.00 versus the 

$7,500.00 budgeted for 2014. 

o Due to overages occurred in 2014, Station 3 heating has been increased by $800.00. 

 

 Final Drawing Approval-Pierce Heavy Rescue- Mr. Miller presented Change Order No. 1, 

which has approximately 68 changes that need to be made to the project to the Board for 

review. The majority of the changes were for items that will make the new Rescue similar to 

the current Rescue. The cost increase to the project is $2,142.00 which are for the addition 

of safety items. Mr. Miller reviewed the three changes the caused the increase. The Fire 

Company will pay for the $2,142.00 increase with non-Fire Tax funds.  

 

Mrs. Zimmerman asked if all changes were forwarded to Mr. Rosario for his review. Mr. Rosario 

said that he spoke with Mr. Miller last Thursday, but did not receive the Change Order information 

until this evening. She commented that all changes were to be submitted to the Township for 

review. Mr. Steinmeier asked for the expected delivery date of the Heavy Rescue; Mr. Miller 

estimates delivery in May of 2015. 

 

 The Fire Police responded to four calls since his last report to the Board. There were 17 

hours of service to the Township and neighboring communities.  

 

Mrs. Zimmerman asked Bill Haig how much money was received for the dressers that were sold 

from the bunkrooms. Mr. Haig stated that they donated them a charitable organization; Mrs. 

Zimmerman asked which organization. Mr. Haig said they were donated to the Grantville Fire 

Company. Mrs. Zimmerman commented that the dressers were purchased by the Township and 

were Township property.   

 

TREASURER’S REPORT: Mr. Steinmeier reported the following fund balances:

Mr. Steinmeier reported the gross payroll of September 5, 2014 totaled $27,468.84. Mrs.  

Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the payroll of September 5, 2014 

in the amount of $27,468.84.  Motion passed unanimously.         
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Mr. Steinmeier reported the vouchers prepaid to meet due dates was zero.   

 

Mr. Steinmeier reported the total for the vouchers to be approved is $569,729.01. He explained 

that the paving project was completed and pay application #1 was processed in the amount of 

$495,654.53. Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the vouchers 

in the amount of $569,729.01. Motion passed unanimously.  
 

Mr. Steinmeier reported the total for the vouchers to be approved and paid from Fire Tax is 

$6,001.64. Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the vouchers to 

be paid by Fire Tax in the amount of $6,001.64. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORTS AND PLANS 

The Approval Letters were presented for informational purposes.  

Approval letter for Brookview – The Planning Commission reviewed the request for the Release & 

Extinguishment of Drainage Easement. The easement is under legal review and has also been sent 

to the Tri County Regional Planning Commission for their review and recommendation.  

 

Approval letter for Grumbine’s / Camping World- The Planning Commission reviewed and voted to 

approve the site plan modifications and final land development. The plans have been sent to the Tri 

County Regional Planning Commission for their review and recommendation. 

 

Approval letter for Flod Conditional Use -The Planning Commission reviewed and voted to approve 

recommendation for Conditional Use to construct a single family home and detached barn in the 

Conservation District.  

 

Approval of Planning Commission Vacant Seat -The Planning Commission voted unanimously to 

appoint Kyle Miller to finish the term for seat #2 which ends on December 31, 2014. 

 

OLD BUSINESS 

 

Motion-Bid 2014-07, Township Building Roof Replacement- Mr. Brulo briefly reviewed the bids 

that were received. There was discussion regarding the bids; Mrs. Zimmerman suggested that the 

bid be awarded to Houck Services, Inc. She commented that their business is in the Township and 

that if there would be a problem he would make the necessary repairs. Solicitor Yost stated that by 

state law the bid must be awarded to the lowest bidder.  

Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to award Bid 2014-07, Township Building 

Roof Replacement, to the low bidder TGW Corporation for a lump sum bid amount of $33,900. 

Motion passed unanimously.  

 

NEW BUSINESS 

Motion – Consent Items: Section 607. (4): None 

 

Motion- Scope of Work, CDBG-DR project- Mr. Brulo briefly reviewed the grant which is a 

disaster relief grant for areas severely impacted by Tropical Storm Lee. The culverts that will be   
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repaired is the Hoffman culvert and the Smith culvert, both which are located along Devonshire 

Heights Road. Dauphin County will pay for the engineering and construction of the project. The 

Board will need to approve the Scope of Work for professional engineering services.  All invoices 

received for the project are to be forwarded to Dauphin County for payment.  

 

Motion- Accept time extension for Creekvale #11.007  

 

Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier accept the time extension for #11.007, 

Preliminary Land Development Plan for Creekvale until October 31, 2014. Motion passed 

unanimously.   

 

Motion – Culvert Substantial Completion & Pay Application #2- Mr. Brulo reviewed the substantial 

completion report for the Board.  He explained that 2” of 12.5 mm binder course was not installed 

as part of the total contract paving section for both culverts. The Township provided three 

alternative to the contractor to fix the problem.  The alternatives suggested were (1) Provide coring 

results showing an extra 2” of 25mm bituminous material with a total bituminous depth of 7.5” (2) 

Remove the entire stone and pavement section, excavate 2” of subgrade and install the total contract 

paving section (3) Monitor the currently installed pavement section and replace the current 

pavement section with the contract section if the Township determine there are any issues with the  

currently installed pavement section within the one year correction period. The contractor has 

provided written confirmation that he will proceed with alternative 3. Mrs. Zimmerman asked if 

staff has reviewed the written confirmation from the contractor. Mr. Rosario said he will check his 

email for the confirmation. Mr. Brulo stated that the contractor is required by contract to provide a 

written confirmation. The pay application does not include the 2” of 25mm bituminous material that 

was not installed. Solicitor Yost asked if one year is enough to make sure that the project is going to 

have no problems. Mr. Brulo said that the Township can suggest a three year guarantee with a 

clause that states if the project does not hold up then the job must be redone at no cost to the 

Township. Mrs. Zimmerman requested that Solicitor Yost review the written agreement. Mr. Brulo 

will contact the contractor regarding the time extension request of the Board.  

 

Chairman Klein moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to table Pay Application #2 for Farhat 

Excavating, LLC. Motion passed unanimously. 

 

Motion - PT Park & Recreation Administrative Assistant – consent to hire- Kim Wallace has 

accepted another job and therefore will be unable to work part time for the Township. Mrs. Fesig is 

recommending replacing Ms. Wallace with Susan Boyne.  

 

Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier hire Susan Boyne as a part time Park & 

Recreation Assistant. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

Motion – Paving Substantial Completion & Pay Application #1 

 

Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to approve Pay Application #1 in the 

amount of $495,325.60 for EJ Breneman, Inc. Motion passed unanimously. 

 

Motion – Park & Recreation Board Members- There are currently three vacant seats on the Park & 

Recreation Board and there will be an additional seat on January 1, 2015. Mrs. Fesig has received 

four volunteer applications. Chairman Klein explained that the Board will appoint three members 
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this evening, since Mrs. Zimmerman will abstain on voting on her appointment she will be 

appointed at the October 6th meeting.  

 

Chairman Klein moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to appoint Jan Bahret and Michael Karp to 

the Park & Recreation Board effective September 15, 2014 and Paul Boltz effective January 1, 

2015. Motion passed unanimously.   

 

Motion – Accept revised Phasing schedule for Winslett 

 

Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to accept the revised phasing schedule for 

Winslett. Motion passed unanimously.  

 

Motion – Training for Real Estate Tax Collection- Mrs. Zimmerman will forward the information to 

Mr. Stewart the tax collector.  

 

OTHER BUSINESS THAT MAY COME BEFORE THE BOARD 

 

Mrs. Zimmerman would like a letter to be sent to the residents who addressed the Board at the 

August 18th meeting regarding the problem with their neighbors’ cats. She wants the residents to 

know that Mr. Kolanda has been in contact with Dauphin County Animal Control.  

 

Mr. Steinmeier provided an update regarding the September 2nd meeting with PennDOT.  The Rt. 

39 & Devonshire Heights project was discussed, specifically the request for a traffic light to be 

installed. Eric Kinard, PennDOT traffic signal supervisor, is not in favor of the installation of a 

traffic signal and does not think that it will be approved. Mr. Steinmeier commented that at the 

September 12th HATS meeting he brought up the proposed traffic signal and requested cooperation 

from HATS and PennDOT. Mr. Brulo commented that there is not enough traffic to meet PennDOT 

requirements. There was lengthy discussion regarding the proposed installation of a traffic light. 

Mrs. Zimmerman commented that a traffic light would be beneficial to the fire company. Mr. 

Steinmeier said that he asked Jerry Feaser, Director of Bureau of Elections, why Hanoverdale 

Church was not considered as a voting precinct, and his comment was that the intersection is very 

dangerous. Mr. Steinmeier shared Mr. Feaser’s comments with the HATS committee and 

PennDOT. Mr. Rosario stated that there will be a public forum meeting regarding the proposed 

traffic light.  There will be a questionnaire mailed to residents in that area including residents of 

East Hanover Township.

 The chicken pot pie dinner is on September 22nd from 4:30pm until sold out.
