b) Wednesday, March 21st, 2018 – Meeting was cancelled due to inclement weather.

Board Presentations: Don Holmes & Jeannette Zimmerman were present to make the following presentations to the Board:
a) Baseball / Softball field upgrades – Don reported the upgrades done to Glenn Bechtel Field. It was a group effort with WHBSA, P&R, Public Works & CD Baseball Team. Dugouts, fields, steps, shed upgrades, etc. LED lighting upgrades made to softball field concession stand.
b) Eagle Scout Projects – Discussed projects: riparian buffer, park cleanup and bluebird houses at Lenker Park, camping area at Fairville Park.
c) Easter Egg Hunt & Indoor Yard Sale - Rundown of successful events held
d) Mobile Vendor Permit – Don presented the Mobile Vendor Permit that will apply to food trucks that are part of P&R events. Mrs. Zimmerman was confused about the permit and was under the understanding that the fees and requirements would not affect P&R events. She noted that she would address it with the BOS at the next meeting for clarification.
e) FILO – Don provided an updated list of development projects in the township and approximate timelines for anticipated deposits. 
f)  Maintenance Team – Position filled and anticipated start date announced.
g) Summer Counselors – BOS approved the hiring of 16 & 17-year-old students for Summer Recreation program only. Counselors have been selected for Summer Recreation program and undergoing clearances and training.
h) Movie Night – Need volunteers to pull off the summer series. Still waiting to fulfill sponsorship. Debbie Hetrick said that she would talk to a friend who would likely sponsor the program.
i) Opening Day – Don asked the Board try to be present at the Opening Day ceremonies for baseball and softball.

c) Ped Path Project – Tabled
d) Fairville Park Parking Lot – Currently working with Public Works and Township manager about undertaking this project in fall. 
e) Board Membership – The board discussed the alternate position that is currently open
New Business 
f) Board Park Tour – The Board discussed touring the parks to evaluate needs. Tours will take place prior to meetings and Jeanette will reach out to the Board when scheduled

Debbie Hetrick made a motion to recommend to BOS that FILO contribution of $31,500 be utilized to add a playground area and construct a pavilion structure at Houck Manor Park, seconded by Rebecca Schwartz. Motion passed unanimously. 
h) Minor Subdivision – The Board had previously voted to subdivide the Buck’s Tavern property. The Board discussed subdividing into two lots instead of three. Lot 2 would be approx. 1 acre an would encompass all historic structures on the property as well as the modern home. Jan Bahret made a motion to recommend a two lot subdivision to the BOS, seconded by Debbie Hetrick. Motion passed unanimously.
A second motion was made on this issue by Debbie Hetrick, seconded by Jan Bahret, to recommend to the BOS that any proceeds of the sale of Lot #2 be reinvested into the infrastructure of Lenker Park. Motion passed unanimously.
i) Review of MPC Update – The Board reviewed the changes to the MPC in 2014 to rules governing developer land/FILO dedications to the township. Mr. Holt questioned the rules requiring distance restrictions and the necessity of an agreement with the developer. Rebecca Schwartz made a motion to recommend that the BOS review the changes to the MPC to make sure that our SALDO is in line with the changes, seconded by Debbie Hetrick. Motion passed unanimously.
