	•  WHT Festival Recap - 	 John and Patti assembled the peat pots with soil and a coneflower seed for distribution to 
	   attendees.  All were given away.  The mature coneflower plants were awarded by raffle.  Many brochures and other
	   printed materials were distributed, including recycling information.  Prior to the festival, a sign was dedicated at
	   the Rec Center to commemorate Joe Smullen’s Eagle Scout project of planting the riparian buffer.  
	• Pre-App Meetings - Evelyn reported on the meetings concerning the McDonald’s property at the truck stop, and the 
	   lot division at 7613 Jonestown Road.
	• National Night Out Recap - Attendance was estimated at 300, even though the activities were indoors because of
	   rainy weather.  John attended a follow-up meeting with a committee that is planning next year’s event.  The next
	   meeting will be in March or April of 2019.  WHT will again host the event.  
	• Planting Bed at Twp. Building - A few useful plants, shrubs, and trees remain and can be transplanted to a new home
	   before the bed is cleared and planted with grass.  
	•  2019 Projects - Ideas for the 30th anniversary year of the EAC include a workshop on invasive insects, and one on stream 
	   monitoring.  An often-requested topic is another rain barrel workshop.  The EAC discussed the logistics of the rain barrel
	   project.  All ideas are in the discussion stage.
