Meeting Minutes

Type of Meeting: Regular Monthly Board Meeting
Call to Order: Meeting called to order by Jeff Holt at 7:00 pm. 
Roll Call: Jeff Holt, Chairman; Jan Bahret, Secretary; Rebecca Schwartz, Vice-Chairman; Debbie Hetrick; Steve Jones; Gloria Zimmerman
Absent: Jenny Bower 
Approval of Minutes: 
a) Wednesday, June 20th, 2018 – Motion to approve made by Debbie Hetrick, seconded by Rebecca Schwartz. Motion passed unanimously with Gloria Zimmerman and Jan Bahret abstaining.
Public Comment – Don Steinmeier – Mr. Steinmeier noted that the casinos have been doing well and that should mean more money for local municipal share grants. Also, he would like to see more bingo at the senior meals because the seniors seem to enjoy it. More casino bus trips would be well received by the group as well. 
Board Presentations: Don Holmes & Jeannette Zimmerman were present to make the following presentations to the Board:
a) Summer Rec Program – Highest enrollment ever. Kids have enjoyed the activities and trips. 
b) Night Out in the Hanovers – Parks & Rec has been asked to be a part of NNO on August 7th. If anyone is available to help, contact Jeannette.
c) Houck Manor Dugouts – They are in the process of being built. All materials were donated by Lezzer Lumber. They will be painted by the CD Band students on August 10th. 
d) Houck Manor Pavilion – Don met with Bob Brightbill from Dauphin County Vo Tech Construction Program. They will be designing a pergola to be built over the deck and a 12’ overhang to be built out over the concession stand. They will also replace the roofs on the dugouts. All labor will be donated and materials will be covered by FILO contributions.
e) Houck Manor Park - A handrail was built along the steps from the parking lot up to the ballfields. Gloria Zimmerman suggested having Stoner Graphix come in and quote a new sign for the park.
f) Elementary School Construction – CD Schools requested to use Houck Memorial Park parking lot for overflow parking during construction. Daytime hours only and no weekends.

b) Ped Path Project – Tabled
c) Comprehensive Plan – The hearing will be held at 7171 Allentown Blvd. on August 20th at 7:15pm.
d) Flagpole at Fairville Park – WIP. Gloria suggested solar lights to illuminate the flag.
e) Houck Manor Playground – WIP
f) Rebranding of summer program – The Board discussed giving the summer recreation program a more attractive name. Gloria suggested Adventure Camp. The Board will bring their ideas to the next meeting. Don suggested a mascot for Parks & Rec to get us involved in more community events. Jeff said that he may have a dog costume available to donate that his works does not use anymore. 
New Business –
g) Local Municipal Share Grant – The Board discussed the upcoming deadline for the casino grants and the need for a new generator in the community center. Don noted that parks projects will be lowest on the list of priorities behind long term debt reduction for township projects. The Board asked Don to recommend to the manager and BOS to replace the generator. Jan Bahret made a motion for Don to take such a request forward, seconded by Debbie Hetrick. The motion passed unanimously.
h) Lenker Park Development – The Board discussed recommendations for projects at Lenker Park to get done in 2018. Don will bring options to the board for playgrounds age 2-5. 
i) Community Festival – Saturday, August 18th from 4 – 8 pm. Please reach out to Jeannette with availability for the day. 
j) Veteran’s Day Dinner - The board discussed the offering free meals for veterans. Gloria suggested considering their spouses as well. 
k) [bookmark: _GoBack]Eagle Scout Projects - A camping area is being constructed on the NW end of Fairville Park that has been inaccessible since the flood of 2011. Also, a scout is looking into installing horseshoe pits at the park.

Public Comment – Don Steinmeier – Don asked that the flagpole at Fairville Park be secure so that the flag does not get stolen. Also, be cautious that the scrappers don’t steal stakes from horseshoe pits.
