Board of Supervisor Workshop Minutes
Monday, January 22, 2019

1. Mr. Miller called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm. Mr. Miller said that there was an executive session prior to the meeting to talk about litigation and solicitor activities. All Supervisors were present for the executive session and the regular meeting.

2. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Ms. Connors to approve the regular meeting minutes of January 7, 2019. The motion was unanimous. 

Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the workshop meeting minutes of January 7, 2019. The motion was unanimous.

3. Correspondence 
· Dauphin County has the option to opt-in for a 30-day interest free grace period. Motion: Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to opt in. The motion was unanimous.  
· Notice: Verizon FIOS bill will be going up 6.39/month
· CD School reply regarding the fencing around the new playground. There will be access after school hours and on weekends; the access is restricted during school hours only.

4. Public comment
· Kathy Pierich, Nagle Court – Ms. Pierich said that there is a disabled man that lives down the street, and Waste Management does not pick up his trash on a regular basis. After the animals tear the trash open, she has to clean it up. Mr. Rosario said that the Township has not received any complaints on this. Mrs. Zimmerman said if the man down the street reports that he is ADA to the Township, Waste Management will accommodate him. Ms. Pierich doesn’t want to continue to pick up his trash if he is paying for a tag. 

· Richard Enck, Hillside Road – Mr.Enck said at the last Sewer Authority gathering, there was not business conducted because the meeting was not advertised. He asked questions about Water Polo and Exit 77 also. 

5. Presentations, Staff & Board Reports
a. Fire Chief report December 2018
b. EAC minutes December & January –Mr.Megonnell wanted to thank Boy Scout Troop #27 for their clean up efforts from Jonestown Road to Route 39. He commends them for their initiative and hard work.

Mr.Rosario said that another Boy Scout from their troop is making a drop box for used flags so that they can be disposed of properly. There will be boxes at the North Fairville parking lot, at this location and the community center. Mr.Megonnell said that the Flag Burning is the 2nd week of June, up at the Shellsville VFW. Mr.Megonnell also said that there is an upcoming workshop on invasive insects.

d. Property Maintenance Report for January

6. Treasurer’s Report
a. Motion: Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to approve the gross payroll for December 21,2018 in the amount of $38,301.70. The motion was unanimous.

b. Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Ms.Connors to approve the vouchers pre-paid to meet due dates in the amount of $65,650.61. The motion was unanimous.

c. Motion: Ms.Connors moved, seconded by Mr.Megonnell to approve the vouchers pre-paid from the fire tax in the amount of $5,426.The motion was unanimous.

7. Planning Commission and Zoning Reports:
a. Ms.Hardman presented the request to set the hearing date for Ordinances 2018-11, 2018-12, 2018-13. She said that 11 is temporary signs; this is a change to address trailer signs vs. portable. She noted that she found some typographical errors; it is not to exceed 90 days per calendar year. Ms.Hardman said that the portable signs is similar to Lower Paxton’s ordinance. There is a new drawing. She said that #12 changes record plans and as-built plans both will get recorded at the court house. #13 is to mandate the S/LD Financial Securities to auto-renew. Ms.Hardman said that Dauphin County recommended this on November 5, 2018 and the Planning Commission recommended these on December 20, 2018. She would like to set the hearing date for February 19, 2019.Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to set the hearing date for Ordinances 2018-11, 2018-12, 2018-13 as February 19, 2019. The motion was unanimous. 

8. Old Business:
a. Mr.Miller said that we must re-affirm motions from January 7, 2019; as the meeting was not advertised.  Motion: Mrs.Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr.Steinmeier to re-affirm all motions from January 7, 2019. The motion was unanimous.  

b. Discussion Townes of Hershey Stormwater & Road Issues – Mr.Rosario said that he checked with HRG and the basin conversion is 80% complete. The project should be completed mid-spring. Mr.Chiles asked if Mr.Rosario heard anything about the street, or the damage done to Tiverton? Has the new solicitor received the file regarding this matter. Yes, our new solicitor is aware of this situation.

c. Lexington Woods Hydrants – Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Ms.Connors to authorize Salzmann Hughes to have all materials to finalize the turnover. The motion was unanimous. 


d. Motion: Ms.Connors moved, seconded by Mr.Steinmeier to table all motions regarding Bucks Tavern until the next meeting. The motion was unanimous. 
 
e. Part-time Reception, 1st shift – There was a workshop on January 7, 2019. Mrs. Zimmerman applied for the position and wants the 8 am- noon shift. Mrs. Zimmerman stated that under Article C, item 6; it is legal to hold both the supervisor position and work for the Township. She asked to be considered as it is the perfect job for someone like her. 

Ms.Connors stated that she had concerns about the whole thing and has serious reservations, but will second the motion to avoid Gloria voting for herself. 

Mr.Megonnell will abstain from the vote because he believes there were other avenues than to tap into our Township for everything. He said that he believes it is unfair to put the burden on us, the Township Supervisors to have to decide this. Mr.Megonnell does not agree with this decision. 

Mrs. Zimmerman stated she would abstain voting because of the conflict. 

Motion: Mr.Steinmeier motioned to hire Mrs.Zimmerman for the first shift; Ms.Connors seconded. The motion passed 2-1 with Mr.Miller against and Mr.Megonnell and Mrs.Zimmerman abstaining.


f. Part-time Reception, 2nd shift – Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Ms.Connors to hire Terry Hollenbaugh for the noon to 4 pm shift. The motion was unanimous. 

Ms.Connors asked to amend the motion to include a list (in order) of the applicants to offer the position to if Ms.Hollenbaugh is not available any longer. The list, if Terry Hollenbaugh is no longer available, is: Samantha Myers, Lisa Lutz, John xxxx. Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Mr.Steinmeier to include this list of applicants if those offered first were no longer available for employment. The motion was unanimous. 


g. Part-time Public Works– Motion: Mrs.Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr.Steinmeier to approve James Lutz for part time public works employee. The motion was unanimous. 

h. Fire Engine Business:
i. Mr.Rosario said we needed to solidify the lease/purchase of the Engine from Lower Paxton Township /Colonial Park Fire Co. We are in a two-month; $5,000/month and a payoff of $35,000. Mr.Stinnett asked if they had purchased their truck with any grant funds; as grant agreements have additional rules. Mr.Rosario said that their counsel drafted the agreement. He said that LST Funds can be used to pay for Fire, Police, etc. Mr.Rosario said that we have been borrowing an engine from Swatara Township from the day of the accident. Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Mrs.Zimmerman to approve using LST funds for the purchase of the Fire Engine from Lower Paxton Township/ Colonial Park Fire Co. The motion was unanimous. 

ii. Mr.Rosario asked about pursuing any legal action against the driver and his company. Mr.Stinnett said that no motion is required to pursue legal action.

iii. WHT Fire Engine 36-1 will be towed to Glick, and they will do a full check of all the systems and damage to get a real cost to fix the engine. Mr.Miller said that the  damaged engine is 11 years old, and most trucks come out of service around 15 years. Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Mr.Steinmeier to authorize Engine 36-1 to be towed to Glick for a complete damage assessment. The motion was unanimous. Mr.Rosario showed photos of the damage to our Engine. 

9. New Business
A. Motion: Ms.Connors moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to recommend release #2, in the amount of $307,145.75 from Brookview Phase IV, for completed work to date. The motion was unanimous. 

B. Renewal of ICC Certifications: this allows us to call ICC for code interpretation; it is a membership. Mr.Rosario said that we had recently gone to 2015 codes and we have been 2009 ICC. Motion: Mrs.Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr.Megonnell to authorize Mr.Rosario to renew his current ICC Certifications at the cost of $250 for three years. The motion was unanimous. 

C. Renewal of ICC Certifications for the Township: Motion: Ms.Connors moved, seconded by Mr.Megonnell to renew the Township ICC Certifications at the cost of $325 for three years. The motion was unanimous. 

D. Motion: Ms.Connors moved, seconded by Mr.Steinmeier to authorize Salzmann Hughes to finalize the fire hydrant turnover for Arondale. The motion was unanimous.  

E. Audio quote from Voyager Music, is $4,648 with wall bracket repairs. Voyager Music  is not co-star, does not offer handicapped hearing devices and does not offer support. Mr.Rosario said that JP Lilley had a lease/purchase option. He said that they did offer the hearing impaired devices and was co-star. He said that if the Board wants to pursue Voyager Music, we would have to get two other quotes. Mrs.Zimmerman asked if the Voyager Music quote included microphones for his table; no.  Mr.Rosario said that it included 7 microphones and one with repeaters, two wireless handhelds, 4-channel amp. Additional speakers could be purchased, may be able to be tied in. Ms.Connors asked if both android and IOS are able to control the system or if we would have to get another device to control it. Mr.Steinmeier asked if there was any warranty; Mr.Rosario said that it was just standard manufacture warranty.It was recommended to get additional quotes and send questions to Voyager Music. 

F. Cyber security – Mr.Rosario said that we are now accepting credit cards, fax line is not secure.Mr.Miller asked if this cyber security was being recommended. Mr.Chiles asked why we wouldn’t invest in more preventative coverage, rather than after the incident occurs? Mr.Rosario said that Runwell is currently protecting everything from an attack, but when we were last attacked, we lost most of our files prior to that date. Our last cyber attack made us start over with document templates, etc.We didn’t have anything backed up anywhere. Motion: Ms.Connors moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to table this until further information about its services are available. The motion was unanimous. 

G. Authorization to appoint the Sewer Authority board members. This is tabled until they agree to pay their members the $25/meeting we had in Resolution 2019-xx. The members are still allowed to serve, but will not be reappointed until there is a resolution. Mr.Steinmeier angrily said that Jeff Bowers was reappointed last year. Mr.Rosario said he may have been, but there was not a resolution for it.

10. Parks Comments – Mrs.Jeannette Zimmerman said that the Golden Oldies dance is coming up. Winter Wonderland Ball and a CPR class that the public is invited to attend. 

11. Solicitor Introductions: Mr.Lee Stinnett is a shareholder of the Salzmann Hughes Firm. The Firm represents 50 Townships and has been brought on twice for special council for our Township. Mr.Isaac Wakefield is an associate of Salzmann Hughes and will also be available to the township.

12. Supervisors Comments:
Jay Megonnell – Thank you for attending the CAPCOG meeting. West Hanover Township had the largest representation, even over Lower Paxton. He said that it was a nice night and the food was good. 

Mr.Megonnell said that the Historical Society changed the date of the SHARE event to the 31st at the Community Center.

Mr.Megonnell said that the MS4 Committee currently has six members and we can go up to ten. Ms.Hardman said that there were 2-3 members from the EAC. Mr.Rosario said that Salzmann Hughes will be participating in the meetings to head off and legal issues prior to having to go to court. 

Mr.Megonnell said that Andrew Lewis will be here February 20th and it would be great to pack the place. Mr.Megonnell attended the Linglestown meeting where they swore the new members in. Mr.Megonnell said that he has met with Mr.Lewis before and believes that he will check into the issues that were presented to him.

Donald Steinmeier senior lunch is coming up. He also wanted to have Mr.Rosario check into a street light for Sarhelm & Jonestown road. What is the cost factor? 

Mr.Steinmeier asked why the road lines weren’t painted this year; did we run out of warm weather? No, we went from wet weather to cold weather. He also said that there are complaints of tractor trailers on Manor/ Glenview/ Sunset. 

Mr.Steinmeier said that he has also received a complaint from LifePoint Church regarding their $35,000 permit costs. 

Mr.Von Neida had come in to let the township know that Lower Paxton initially charged Westford Crossing their new stormwater fee. He said that he had spoken with Lower Paxton and they have since removed the fee for the West Hanover Township residents. 

Andrew Lewis contacted the Board of Supervisors and the Dauphin County Commissioners for a meeting. Mr.Lewis would like to try to secure more funding for the Sewer Project. 

13. Motion: Mr.Megonnell moved, seconded by Ms.Connors to adjourn the meeting at 8:33 pm. The motion was unanimous. 
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
