Approval of Minutes: 
a) Wednesday, March 20th, 2018 – Gloria Zimmerman made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Bob Warble. Motion passed unanimously.
Public Comment – Owen Criley had some questions about ADA accessibility for the parks. He is working on a school project. Don suggested that he observe the meeting and ask questions at the end of the meeting because some of his questions may be answered during the meeting.
Board Presentations: Don Holmes and Jeannette Zimmerman were present to make the following presentations to the Board:
a) Directories – Don distributed updated municipal staff / volunteer directories
b) FILO Review – Don reviewed FILO funds that are available for use.
c) Park Master Plans Review – Don reviewed master plans for Lenker Park and Fairville Park. The board also discussed maintenance needs for the parks.
d) Playground Design Review – Don and Jeannette reviewed proposed play area designs and cost estimates for parks consistent with the comprehensive plan. Twelve separate designs were reviewed by the Board.
Old Business  
b) Ped Path Project – Tabled
c) Flagpole at Fairville Park – Tabled. 
New Business 
d) Playground Equipment Replacement – The Board discussed needs for outdated play equipment to be replaced in the township as well as drainage issues in their current locations. The following recommendations should be made to BOS:
i. Lenker Park – Bob Warble made a motion to replace the 5-12 yrs play equipment at Lenker Park with the Banana Split unit by Play & Park Structures as reviewed in the amount of $39,704.24 utilizing FILO funds from Water Polo LP and Winslett, seconded by Debbie Hetrick. Motion passed unanimously.
ii. Fairville Park – Debbie Hetrick made a motion to add new play equipment (zip lines and rock climb structure), consistent with the comprehensive and master plans, as reviewed, by Play & Park Structures in the amount of $80,000 by utilizing FILO funds from Water Polo LP, seconded by Rebecca Schwartz. Motion passed unanimously.
Debbie Hetrick made a motion to install a waterless restroom at Fairville Park, consistent with the comprehensive and master plans, from CXT in the amount of approximately $28,000 by using FILO and/or budgeted funds, seconded by Rebecca Schwartz. Motion passed unanimously.
iii. Skyline Commons Park – Bob Warble made a motion to install a new play unit to replace the damaged and outdated 5-12yrs unit at Skyline Park with the proposed ADA inclusive unit, as presented, by Play & Park Structures, and to move the unit just north of the current unit, using FILO funds from Water Polo LP and Fox Builders in the amount of $110,350.01, seconded by Debbie Hetrick. Motion passed unanimously.
iv. Benches & Grills – Gloria Zimmerman made a motion to install new benches and grills at Skyline Commons Park and Fairville Park using FILO funds from Water Polo LP in the amount of $3,199.99, seconded by Debbie Hetrick. Motion passed unanimously.

Upcoming Events – Jeannette discussed upcoming events and excursions and board involvement.
Public Comment – Owen Criley asked some additional questions about timelines and processes for park projects. Rebecca Schwartz explained the process of making recommendations to BOS for consideration. Owen thanked the board for the information and opportunity to ask questions.
