The meeting was called to order by Mr. Zeiters at 7:00 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes
The minutes from July 25, 2019 were approved as amended (spelling of Williamson last name, Debra Parker was absent).

1. New Business

[bookmark: _Hlk25572161] 19.004 – Tripe K Fleet Services, HRC Holding LP
	This application was presented by Chris Knarr, McNees, Wallace, and Nurick, LLC.  Mr. Knarr stated that the application submitted is a minor amendment to the text of the Zoning Ordinance to permit vehicle sales.  The request complies with the Township Comprehensive Plan and makes sense.  The Dauphin County Planning Commission made a favorable recommendation.  There are several permitted uses that are vehicle-oriented business such as a truck stops, motor vehicle body shops, motor vehicle garages, motor vehicle service and self-service stations.  The property is current used for vehicle related uses.  The zoning ordinance permits vehicle sales in the Commercial Highway zoning district.  The proposed amendment will help eliminate traffic and keep traffic where it is planned for.  
Mr. Shandersky asked about parking on the facility.  The property is 70-80 percent full.  You must wind around vehicles to access the site. How will the proposed use plan to fit into the existing facility.
Mr. Shandersky asked if the current facility meets the approved plan. 
Mr. Shandersky asked if emergency vehicles can access the site.
Mr. Williamson stated that there two separate issues which are the site plan and whether the proposed use is compatible to the permitted uses in the Interchange zoning district. 
Mr. Knarr stated that the ordinance requires a site plan to be submitted with the application.  The site complies with the parking requirements.  
Mr. Shandersky stated that if vehicles sales is permitted, a zoning permit must be submitted for the zoning administrator’s review. 
Mr. Bomberger stated that the application cannot be changed.  If it is changed, the Dauphin County Planning Commission will need to review the revisions. 
Mr. Knarr stated there will be a 200 square foot office in the rear of the existing restaurant building.
Mrs. Zimmerman, 1453 Mumma Road stated that the stop sign was taken down on the N. Fairville entrance/exit.  Tractor trailers were parked in front of the stop sign but now it is gone.  Trucks do not stop when they exit the facility.  
Mr.    stated he would get a stop sign put up immediately as soon as tomorrow. 
Mrs. Zimmerman asked if tractor trailers will park in front of the stop sign 
Mr. Coupal stated that truckers park wherever they can. Triple K does police the parking lot.  Truckers are looking for a place to park and go to sleep.  Every business in the area faces the same problem.  The next rest area is 80 miles.  He doesn’t want truckers going down N. Fairville Avenue.  
MOTION:  Mr. Williamson moved, seconded by Mrs. Parker to approve the proposed zoning ordinance text amendment as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Mr. Coupal stated that emergency vehicles can access the fire hydrant.  He works on the emergency vehicles and the township vehicles.  They do comply with the parking requirements. Sales is a very same portion of their business which is approximately 10%.  If a truck motor is blown and the owner can’t afford to get it fixed, Triple K Fleet Services will buy the truck and sell it.  They don’t have a dealer’s license to they can’t do the paperwork to sell the vehicles.  The zoning ordinance needed to be changed to allow vehicle sales so they can get a dealer’s license to reassign the title.  There will not be any noticeable changes to the property.  They do not have the personnel to have a vehicle sales lot.  They are already selling vehicles but not as a dealer.  If he is a dealer, he can sell the vehicle the next day.  Their core business is fixing trucks and trailers.  
Mr. Shandersky asked if he owns the mini mart. 
Mr. Coupal stated that he owns the mini mart building.
Mr. Couple stated that currently the Township installed a sign that says, “No trucks beyond this point, not right turn.”
Mr. Shandersky said he lives on Fairville Avenue and has seen trucks traveling on that road.
Mr. Coupal stated that the GPS takes them down Fairville Avenue instead of turning right to go to Interstate 81.
Mr. Knarr stated that the proposed text amendment is not site specific.  
 Ordinance No. 2019-6 – SALD)- change language regarding engineering fees and collection.  This amendment will correspond with the fee resolution in place and proposed regarding an escrow submission for engineering fees at time of submission of the plan.  MOTION:  Mrs. Packer moved, seconded by Mr. Shandersky to approval the proposed Ordinance No 2019-6.  The motion passed unanimously.
 Ordinance No. 2019-7 – ZONING- delete EPOD (Environmental Protection Overlay District) conditional uses and add EPOD general regulations with conditions.  MOTION:  Mr. Shandersky moved, seconded by Mr. Mula to approval the proposed Ordinance No 2019-7.  The motion passed unanimously.
[bookmark: _Hlk25587774] Certificate of Appreciation for Jim Zeiters retirement from the Planning Commission.  Ms. Hardman presented Mr. Zeiters with a certificate of appreciation for his many years of service. 
Mr. Zeiters stated he has been doing planning for 54 years. 
 Other Business:  Mr. Zeiters stated that the Planning Commission needs to make a motion to appoint Stacey Connors to fill his position.  She is a Board of Supervisors member and is an attorney who works for a senator.  MOTION:  Mr. Shandersky moved, seconded by Mr. Williamson to recommend appointment of Stacey Connors to fill Mr. Zeiters position in January 2020.
