	This applicant, Mission Land Company, LLC c/o John Fox is the equitable owners; The Roman Catholic Diocese of Harrisburg and Resurrection Cemetery is the owner of real property located at Oak Grove Road. The applicant proposes a seven lot subdivision on tax parcel 68-028-056 on a 77.49 tract of land which has six new buildings lots and one residual tract (cemetery) Lot 1 is 31.547 square feet/.724 tract acre lot  2 is 31,547 square feet/.722 acre; lot 3 is 31,130 square feet /715 acre; lot 4 is 30,810 square feet/.7047 acre; lot 5 is 50,581 square feet/1.61 acre lot 6  108,857 square feet/2.494 acre; lot 7 is the residual tract with a remaining 70.98 acres. The engineer for the subdivision is Burget & Assoc, Inc

Mr. Burget - Introduced himself that is  representing Mission Land. There are 6 road frontage lots along Oak Grove Road located at the cemetery of the Diocese of Harrisburg. Oak Grove Road is a PA state road. There will be private wells on each lot. We are extending public sewer on that side of the road down to lot #1 it will be a main pressure system. Wetlands reports was sent to HRG today for their review. I believe Janet has some comments.

Ms. Hardman -  I have some comments 1. FILO fee we need an appraisal of what a building lot is valued at so that we can determine your Filo fee. 2. Road Improvement last subdivision on Sterling Road there was a fee of $2800.00 per lot.
Mr. Burget stated that this is a state road not township road. That should be waivered being it is a state road.
Ms. Hardman -  Was not sure. We would have to follow up on that.
Mr. Greenly -  The comments are minor. There are a lot of wetland comments that don’t really affect the delineation there are more problems in the accuracy of the report. I received the revised report today that I will be looking at I don’t think that’s a reason to hold up the plan. NPDES Permit is needed along with HOP from the state for the highway. Any other environmental related items related to the sewer.
Mr. Mula -  The extension for the sewer permit is in process?
Mr. Burget -  Yes, they have the design and submitted that to the sewer authority.
 Ms. Packer -  The homes on the other side of Oak Grove Road are being connected to the sewer? If no are, they going to be required to hook up to sewage?
Br. Burget -  The lines are far enough that they are not required to hook up.
Ms. Hardman -  There are only 2 houses on that side of the street the other structures are barns.
Mr. Bomberger -  Dauphin County only comments the waiver of the water feasibility study there are no wells shown on the plan.
Mr. Greenly -  It is 6 acres and over that the lots are large enough that there should be no problem with not having enough water. There must be a notion on the plans where the wells will be located.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Mula - Will each lot will have their own application permits?
Mr. Burget - Yes, they will.
Mr. Williamson -  Will each parcel have to go through the E&S and the stormwater process?
Mr. Burget -  Mission Land will get permits for the whole plan then it will be up to the developers to do each lot. Each will be a phase example each individual lot as they come in Lot 1 would do an amendment to that permit and then lot 2 will do the same. Each will get their own permits.
Ms. Hardman -  They will need to amend the NPDES permit also?
Mr. Burget - Yes which will require updating the NPDES Plan.
Ms. Packer -   Would there  be any declaration of what can be built there?
Mr. Burget -   John Fox, Mission Land that question is for you.
Mr. Fox -  The building and landscaping needs reviewed. Financial security for the street trees and markers has not been set yet.
Mr. Mula - You mentioned the HOP is that in the process for having a permit?
Mr. Burget -  Yes, we are doing that now. Sight distance is checked. Two lots will be sharing 1 driveway due to the safety reasons.
Mr. Williamson – Has there been a traffic study done or required?
Mr. Burget -  “No”.
Mr. Mula - Is there were any other questions or comments?
Mr. Miller -  Recommended a motion to approve the 6-lot division that all comments from township staff and  township engineer and Dauphin County have been meant as stated.
Mr. Williamson - 2nd the motion
All in favor.
Ms. Hardman-  The waivers need to be voted on.
Mr. Miller -  Motion to approve the waivers as follows:

Mr. Williamson - The reason he had asked about the traffic study was because of the amount of homes going up in that area. The intersection of Rt22 and Oak Grove Road has become dangerous area. 
Mr. Bomberger -  There is  a form on Dauphin County’s website that you can fill out online and then I will score you on your answers to see if maybe you could get a grant to help pay to do something with that intersection. You could also amend the ordinance that on certain roads you can’t come out from your driveway on to the open road. Check out our website and fill in the form, see what we can do for you.
