Board of Supervisor Meeting Minutes
Monday March 2, 2020

1. Ms. Connors called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. This was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and Invocation. 

2. Motion: Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the regular meeting minutes of February 18, 2020. The motion was unanimous. 

3. Correspondence included House of Representatives regarding the 2020 census and a letter regarding the CDC Daily Key Points, Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) Outbreak, dated February 24, 2020. 

4. Public Comment: 
Mark Chiles, Townes of Hershey – Mr. Chiles was disappointed that the old business was removed from the agenda. He requested that it be returned to the agenda, even if there is not an update. 
5. Presentations, Staff & Board Reports included meeting minutes from Parks & Recreation Board for December and January, Property Maintenance Log, Public Works Log, and the Fire Chiefs Report for February. The Fire Chief’s Report was presented by Matt Senft.

6. The Treasurer’s Report was read by Mr. Steinmeier with fund balances as of February 28, 2020.

b. Motion: Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the vouchers prepaid in the amount of $17,902.62 for the Administration, Parks and Public Works departments. The motion was unanimous. 

c. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Megonnell to approve the vouchers prepaid in the amount of $3,081.84 for Fire Tax. The motion was unanimous. 

7. Old Business	
a. Brookview Phase 3 Road Dedication- On the January 6, 2020 meeting, this was on the agenda and did not include the as-builts. The supporting documentation now includes the Deed of Dedication, executed Statement of Value, Suggested Legal Description for ROW along Fort Stewart Drive, suggested Legal Description for ROW along Barnett Circle, HRG Legal Review Report #1, dated February 24,2020 and Resolution 2020-37. Motion: Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mr. Megonnell to accept Resolution 2020-37 for portions of both Fort Stewart Drive and Barnett Circle within Brookview Phase 3, as presented. The motion was unanimous.

c. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the request from the New Kingston Fire Company, Cumberland County, for fire personnel assistance for their event on March 21,2020. The motion was unanimous. 

d. The request for fire police assistance for the 5K run has been withdrawn as the event has moved locations and no longer requires our assistance.

b. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to accept the SW Lease Agreement between West Hanover Township and the Authority and to authorize the execution of the lease agreement. The motion was unanimous. 

c. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the Management Agreement of the Stormwater System between the Township and the Authority and to authorize the execution of the Management Agreement. The motion was unanimous. 

d. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to assign the Keystone Collections Agreement to the Authority and to authorize the Chairwoman to execute the agreement. The motion was unanimous. 

e. The 2020 mowing proposal was presented by Mr. Holmes, Parks & Recreation Director. Motion: Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to award the 2020 mowing contract to Sleepy Creek. The motion was 4-1 with Mrs. Zimmerman opposed.
