Board of Supervisor Meeting Minutes
Monday April 6, 2020

1. Ms. Connors called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. This was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and Invocation. The Township immediately adopted the WHT Rules & Regulations regarding Telemeetings. Copies of this are available upon request. 

2. Correspondence included a letter offering Veteran Transportation to Lebanon VA Medical Center at no cost to Dauphin County veterans. Transportation provided by CAT. 

3. Public Comment: 
Richard Enck, Hillside Avenue – Mr. Enck was interested if the telemeeting would continue. 
4. Presentations, Staff & Board Reports included meeting minutes from PSAB for February, EAC minutes for March, Property Maintenance Log, and the Public Works Log. Also included were: Certificate of Completion for Daniel Rosario from the PA Construction Codes Academy for attending 2015 IFC Webinar. Eileen LaForce was awarded by PSATS third place for the Most Improved Newsletter. Tara Rex received a certificate of Completion for attendance of the Infectious Diseases Webinar put on by PA Training for Health & Safety. 

5. The Treasurer’s Report was read by Mr. Steinmeier with fund balances as of April 6, 2020. 

a. Motion: Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Megonnell to accept the gross payroll for March 13, 2020 in the amount of $37,171.91. The motion was unanimous with Mrs. Zimmerman abstaining. 

b. Motion: Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Megonnell to accept the gross payroll for March 27, 2020 in the amount of $39,945.45. The motion was unanimous with Mrs. Zimmerman abstaining.

c. Motion: Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to approve the vouchers prepaid in the amount of $61,592.42 for the Administration, Parks and Public Works departments. The motion was unanimous. 

d. Motion: Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to approve the vouchers prepaid in the amount of $7,975.78 for Fire Tax. The motion was unanimous. 

6. Other Business
a. Motion: Mrs. Zimmerman moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to add the additional clarification language in the Township Employee Manual. This clarification will identify the difference in eligibility for Healthcare start dates for Township Employees vs. Sewer Authority Employees. The motion was unanimous. 

7. New Business
a. Mr. Megonnell moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to authorize the advertisement of Ordinance 2020-4 for adoption at a regularly scheduled Board Meeting. This motion was approved 4-1 with Mrs. Zimmerman opposed. 

b. Motion: Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Steinmeier to approve the IG Reduction #1 in the amount of $9,160.00, as recommended by HRG. The motion was unanimous. 

c. Motion: Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to approve the IG Reduction #1 in the amount of $9,380.00, as recommended by HRG. The motion was unanimous. 
d. The amendment of the Fire Rescue Truck Agreement is to satisfy an error found by the State Auditor on the last audit for the Fire Company. This agreement is between The WHT Firemen’s Relief Association and West Hanover Township. Originally dated 08/03/2015, amended 03/20/2020. Motion: Mr. Steinmeier moved, seconded by Mrs. Zimmerman to amend the above agreement to be in accordance with the state audit. The motion was unanimous. 

8. Supervisor Comments: 
Mr. Megonnell would like to know what the cutoff date for newsletter articles is.
