STORMWATER AUTHORITY TO REVIST               

RATE BILLING METHOD  

The West Hanover Township Authority will be revisiting the method by 

which they assess the Stormwater Fee for 2021.  As part of their budget deliberations, 

the Authority will have a rate study prepared to assist them in their review of potential 

options for 2021.  The study will outline recommended improvements to current  

Individual ERU methods as well as analyzing three possible alternatives.  Methods to 

be considered include a Capped Fee which will place a cap on the amount of the 

Stormwater fee assessed on a residential property.  The Authority will also consider a 

Flat Fee for single family residential properties.  Lower Paxton and Swatara         

Townships are examples of local municipalities who have adopted a flat residential 

fee.  The last method to be considered is a Tiered System which groups parcels into 

categories based on the size of their ERUs or square footage of imperious area.    

Derry and Susquehanna Townships are examples of local municipalities who have 

adopted a tiered system.  The Authority does not anticipate any potential change to 

impact how non-residential properties are currently assessed their Stormwater fee.  

The Authority expects to receive the final rate study at its regular Board meeting on 

November 2nd and adopt the 2021 rate method at a special Board meeting on      

November 18th.  The 2021 Stormwater Rate will be set at the Boardõs December 2nd 

regular meeting. 

The 2021 Stormwater bills will again come from Keystone Collections and 

will be mailed to property owners in early January.  For 2021, property owners will 

have the option of paying the bill in its entirety or paying it over four installments.  

Any adjustment appeals approved by the Authority in 2020 modified that property 

ownerõs permanent record and will be carried forward in 2021 and beyond.  Property 

owners again will have the opportunity to submit an adjustment appeal if they believe 

their 2021 Stormwater Fee was calculated in error. For 2021 only, your bill will reflect 

what the Authority has termed a òCovid Creditó which will be equal to one-half of the 

stormwater fee you paid in 2020.  The Covid Credit will not be used in calculating the 

50% limit on Stormwater Credits.  Your bill will also reflect any Stormwater Credits 

that have been approved by the Authority through the end of this year, subject to the 

50% limit.  Properties located in the òNon-Urbanized Areaó of the Township, as    

defined by the Census Bureau in the 2010 Census, will also receive a 15% non-

urbanized credit against their 2021 bill.  This credit is automatic and does not need to 

be applied for.  This credit is, however, included in the calculation of the 50% annual 

limit on credits.  Stormwater credits approved by the Authority this year do not expire 

until 2023.

Zoning Permits 

Residential:  Zoning permits are required for new construction such as a new dwelling, addition, deck, 

shed, attached garage, detached garage, barn, swimming pool - above ground or inground, fence, home 

occupation, earth disturbance, temporary construction or other projects specifically addressed in the 

zoning ordinance.  Please note:  Projects over 1,000 square feet will require a storm water permit and 

an erosion and sedimentation control permit with plans designed by an engineer.   

 

Commercial:  Zoning permits are required for new construction (commercial or multifamily dwellings), 

signs (temporary or permanent), parking lot, expansion of parking lot, additions, change of use or 

change in business ownership, temporary office, temporary construction trailer or other projects        

specifically addressed in the zoning ordinance. .  Please note:  A land development plan reviewed by 

the Planning Commission, approved by the Board of Supervisors and recorded at the courthouse must 

be completed prior to the issuance of a permit for new construction (commercial or multifamily      

dwellings), additions, parking lots and expansion of parking lots.  Please note:  Projects over 1,000 

square feet will require a storm water permit and an erosion and sedimentation control permit with 

plans designed by an engineer.
